
Do you remember the first invi-
tation you ever received? Perhaps 
you were still in elementary school 
and you were given an invitation to 
a party. Of course, the acceptance 
or declining had to be handled by 
your parents. Nevertheless, it was 
still surprisingly exciting to be per-
sonally asked, in writing no less, to 
attend a special event.

Through the years, you have 
probably been invited to attend 
someone’s graduation. At one time, 
graduations were mainly from high 
school and then either college or 
university. These days there are 
even graduations from kindergar-
ten. In any case, graduation is an 
important milestone, and to be in-
vited to attend one is an honor.

Most of us have received wed-
ding invitations fairly frequently 
through the years. We realize that 
when a couple plans a wedding they 
can only invite a limited number of 
people. Budget plays a major role 
in determining how many people 
to invite. If we receive an invita-
tion, we feel honored and make ev-

ery effort to attend. If we are not 
invited, we understand and do not 
take umbrage knowing how these 
things work.

Invitations are often accompa-
nied by an RSVP. That is, we are 
asked to let those issuing the invi-
tation know by a specified time if 
we can accept the invitation or not. 
This allows the organizers to plan 
accordingly since numbers are very 
important.

Can you imagine what it would 
have been like to be on the guest 
list for the royal wedding of Prince 
William and Kate Middleton? 
Their guest list consisted of the 
who’s who of the world – literally. A 
surprising number of people came 
to the wedding even though they 
did not receive an actual invitation 
from Buckingham Palace. They 
invited themselves and travelled 
to London from all over the UK, 
the Commonwealth and all around 
the world. People thronged to the 
capital of England and staked out 

a strategic spot with a special van-
tage point in order to participate 
vicariously in the royal wedding. 
Some camped out for days having 
brought along all that was needed 
to subsist under limited circum-
stances but yet included flags and 
other accoutrements befitting the 
royal family and the royal occasion.

Can you imagine being on the 
guest list for the recent Diamond 
Jubilee of Queen Elizabeth II?  

This stellar oc-
casion received 
special attention 
from the me-
dia around the 
world.  Digni-
taries from many 
nations attended 
this remark-
able milestone.  
They took time 
out of their busy 
schedules to be 
there.  Various 
c o m m e m o r a -
tive events took 

place over a period of several days.  
Even street parties were held in 
honor of the Queen’s remarkable 
60-year-reign.

Tributes were paid to the popu-
lar monarch by many individuals 
inc luding Prince Charles who 
said: “Your Majesty, millions we 
are told, dream of having tea 
with you. Quite a lot near ly had 
a picnic with you in the garden 
of Buckingham Palace…. Your 
Majesty a Diamond Jubilee is a 
unique and special event…. So as 
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a nation, this is our opportunity 
to thank you and my father for 
always being there for us. For in-
spiring us with your selfless duty 
and service and for making us 
proud to be British. Proud at a 
time when I know how many of 
your fellow countrymen are suf-
fering such hardships and dif-
ficulties. Proud to be lining the 
banks of the Thames in their 
millions, despite the rain and the 
cold. Proud to be part of some-
thing as unique as the Common-
wealth, which through your lead-
ership has given us that essential 
sense of unity through diversity.”

Each year the people of God 
receive a special invitation to at-
tend the wonderful Feast of Tab-
ernacles. Jubilees come only once 
in a great while whereas the Feast 
comes every year. Each year we, 
too, can experience a type of unity 
through diversity as empowered by 
God’s Holy Spirit.

A few years ago an octogenar-
ian member remarked one morn-
ing over breakfast during the feast: 
“Here I am keeping the Feast of 
Tabernacles and I have been in-
vited by the Almighty God.” This 
gentleman has since died, but his 
words remain with me and now I 
share them with you. To be at the 
Feast of Tabernacles is very much 
accepting an invitation from the 
Creator God as issued to his dear 
children.

One noted scholar described the 
weekly Sabbath as a 24-hour vaca-
tion with God. That is an apt de-
scription. We are to leave our la-
bours and worries behind us and 
enjoy a full day’s reprieve with our 
Creator. The seven days (plus one) 
in the autumn are more of the same 
but in a much more sustained and 
impactful way.

In a very real sense, we have been 
invited to appear at a royal occa-
sion. The Feast of Tabernacles her-
alds a time when the King of Kings 
will have commenced His rule from 
Jerusalem over all of the earth.

In the parable of the wedding 
feast recorded in Matthew 22, Je-
sus Christ explained that the king-
dom of heaven was like a monarch 
arranging a marriage for his son. 
The king dispatched emissaries to 
summon each of those who had 
been invited to this very special 
wedding. However, those on the 
guest list were unwilling to at-
tend. The king subsequently sent 
more emissaries to implore the in-
vitees to attend, this time giving 
more details about the amenities 
they would be partaking of. Even 
so, those on the guest list did not 
respond positively. Some thought 
it was funny and went their vari-
ous ways heeding this life’s de-
mands and distractions. Regret-
tably, others treated the emissaries 
with overt hostility to the point of 
causing injury and death. 

Christ further explained that 
the king did not take too kindly 
to this horrific behavior and took 
appropriate action. Thereafter he 
created a brand new guest list. 
This time the emissaries com-
pelled all kinds of people to come 
to the wedding and come they did 
filling the hall to the full. Sadly, 
one of the guests made the egre-
gious error of not wearing the 
proper wedding attire. This also 
was dealt with by the King and 
not ignored as some small thing. 
The parable concludes: “For many 
are called and few are chosen.” To 
be called is to be issued a very 
special invitation. Not all who 
are invited by God will be among 
those who are ultimately saved 
because not all will truly act on 
their calling.

The book of Isaiah put forward 
a highly compelling personal in-
vitation from God to His people: 
“Come to the waters: and you who 
have no money, come, buy and 
eat. Yes, come, buy wine and milk 
without money and without price 
… listen carefully to Me, and eat 
what is good, and let your soul de-
light itself in abundance. Incline 
your ear, and come to Me. Hear 
and you shall live …” (Isaiah 55:1-
3). The Feast of Tabernacles and 
Last Great Day are such a remark-
able time for God’s people every-
where!

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Humans seem inclined to make 
complicated something that is in-
tended to be simple. God is far 
more complicated than our minds 
can imagine – but He knows the 
heart, intent and limitations of 
humans (Hebrews 4:12, 13). Fur-
thermore, He has a message for 
all of man-
kind. Some 
e d u c a t i o n 
is required 
b e c a u s e 
we cannot 
choose be-
tween good 
and evil un-
less we know 
what they 
are – and 
God insists 
that we make 
choices. Sad-
ly enough, 
when knowl-
edge is abun-
dant, the will to do what is right by 
God’s definition is often missing. 
Often, people know what is right, 
yet still make the wrong choices. 
Even pagans like Belshazzar and 
Nebuchadnezzar knew about the 
God Daniel worshipped (Daniel 
5:22; 2:47) but pride, vanity, stub-
bornness, carelessness, deception 
and peer pressure played a part 
in their denial of what is right – 
choosing to obey God. The same 
holds true for us.

God is looking for those who will 
obey Him (I John 2:3). He is hop-
ing people will see the love, good-
ness, hope and future that He offers 
and just do what He says (Proverbs 
15:3). God has done everything He 
can to help us understand His love. 
He taught the law of life directly 

to humans and to the entire world 
through Israel at Mount Sinai. He 
presented the Ten Commandments 
and preserved them in the Torah 
for thousands of years. He worked 
miracle after miracle (Hebrews 
3:9). He provided a Redeemer and 
Saviour when mankind had no way 

back from sin. He became flesh to 
show us we can live and not sin and 
He took upon Himself the pay-
ment for our sins (Romans 6:23). 

Only when God opens our minds 
to understand can we know His 
truths (Luke 24:45). He will not 
force people to make the right 
choices. It is the heart (attitude 
towards God) that counts. The 
hard heart of humans is softened 
through pain and suffering, but 
that is not what God prefers. He 
wants us to obey Him because He 
is our Creator and Father and holds 
eternity in His hands. He wants to 
bless and give good gifts to His 
children.

What is God looking for? He 
seeks people who grasp the beau-

ty of His offer of eternal life and 
forgiveness through the blood of 
Christ and who repent of their 
sins. He wants those who resist 
sin and choose good (His laws) for 
the rest of their lives. Conversion 
requires consistently choosing 
His way as we live among wicked 

people and are con-
fronted by Satan. 
It sometimes takes 
suffering to loosen 
the chains that have 
bound us for years. 
Bad habits and the 
influence of the 
mind of Satan in our 
decisions and choic-
es do need to be 
broken. Jesus, who 
never sinned, always 
obeyed God and 
fought the tempta-
tions that so easily 
assail us (Hebrews 
2:18). 

God shows us the path and makes 
a bridge for our return to His good 
graces and freedom from sin. The 
reward is eternal life with a body 
that never ages or is sick and a 
position as a king or priest. More 
than this, God planned for us to be 
His children and like Him in every 
way (1 John 3:2). 

God is looking for individu-
als willing to obey Him. What 
God asks is not impossible, or He 
would not ask it. We humans can 
understand because God did not 
make His commandments impos-
sible for us to obey or understand 
(Deuteronomy 30:11-14). The 
problem is us! God is disappoint-
ed when people turn away from 
Him. 

Simplicity that is in Christ
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When God put the choices to Is-
rael and told them of the blessings 
and cursings, He encouraged them 
to work for the blessings (Deu-
teronomy 28, Leviticus 16). They 
could have kept His laws, but in-
stead they “would not” obey Him 
(Deuteronomy 28:62) and that is 
a long way from “could not” obey 
Him. 

When God created a wonder-
ful world, even the angels shouted 
for joy. He created humans and 
spent time with them. He planted 
a beautiful garden and told them 
to take care of it. He told them 
about the only tree of which they 
must not touch or eat of its fruit. 
If Adam and Eve had obeyed, they 
could have eaten of the Tree of 
Life, which was also in the gar-
den and available to them. When 

they chose to disobey and follow 
what their eyes and thinking as-
sured them was a “better way”, 
they sinned and lost the opportu-
nity for all the gifts God offered, 
allowing sin to enter into all of 
mankind from Adam onward (Ro-
mans 5:12). Why are we humans 
like that?

God is now watching to see what 
we choose to do. The formula is 
simple. See what is offensive to 
God, repent of it with all your 
heart and soul, accept the gift of 
forgiveness through Jesus Christ. 
Then keep His laws and do not let 
the temptation of sin influence the 
rest of your life. We are to obey 
Him and live – recognize the pain 
we have caused our loving Father 
and accept His offer of the cleans-
ing blood of Christ. Will we re-

solve to resist sin – or will we turn 
away, spurn His offer, and stay in 
darkness?  

Once humans have had enough 
of self-inflicted pain, misery and 
sorrow, and they turn to God and 
His promise, He will hear and lis-
ten ( Jeremiah 23:23, 24). Even 
those carrying loads of sin can be 
forgiven (Isaiah 1:18). God looks 
to see if any are wise, if any look 
for Him and if any are willing to 
obey. It is simple. God tells us not 
to eat of the Tree of the Knowl-
edge of Good and Evil. He tells 
us how painful that could be and 
then, as a loving parent, He lets us 
choose. We will learn that He is 
always right. As a loving God, He 
offers to rescue us through Christ.

Meet the New Brunswick Congregation

Our New Brunswick brethren after services

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On May 21, 2006, the first Beyond 
Today television program aired in 
Canada from coast to coast. Twenty 
responses were received from that 
program. From that modest begin-
ning, our responses now average 
about 75 per week.

Three-hundred and thirteen 
weeks later, we entered our sev-
enth year of airing the program in 
Canada.

During that time a total of 
23,388 responses have been re-
ceived. Nearly 80 percent of those 
responses have been phone calls 
from viewers of the program on Vi-
sion TV and the Grace Television 
Network (formerly The Christian 
Channel). Just over 20 percent of 
all the responses have been from 
the beyondtoday.tv website with 
the balance coming via mail. 

Vision TV is available with most 
basic cable television packages in 
Canada while the Grace Television 
Network is available to digital and 
satellite television subscribers. Vi-
sion Television typically brings in 
about 80-85 percent of the phone 
responses due to its more wide-
spread availability.

New people account for well over 
half of all the responses received. 
Nearly 13,000 new people have 
been added to our database in Can-
ada as a result of the Beyond Today 
program.

There have been three changes 
in the airtime of Beyond Today 
since it began airing in Canada 
on Vision TV. The airtime on The 
Christian Channel/Grace Televi-
sion Network has remained the 

same – 10:30 a.m. EST on Sun-
days. Meanwhile, on Vision TV for 
about the first two and one-half 
years in Canada, Beyond Today 
aired at 2:00 a.m. EST on Monday 
mornings. That meant the program 
aired in British Columbia at 11:00 
p.m.  Sunday and in Newfoundland 
and Labrador on Monday at 3:30 
a.m. In September 2008, we were 
able to negotiate an earlier airtime 
of 10:00 p.m. EST on Sunday. This 
resulted in the program airing at 
a more favourable time across the 
country – 7:00 p.m. in British Co-
lumbia and 11:30 p.m. in New-
foundland and Labrador. The air-
time on Vision TV changed once 
again in April 2011 when we went 
to 10:30 p.m. EST Sunday (7:30 
p.m. PST and midnight NST). 

Our cost per response has 
dropped by over 50 percent over 
the past two years primarily as a 
result of the increased number of 
responses.

In September 2010, the Canadi-
an office mailing address was add-
ed in the program. Since that time, 
we’ve received about 200 letters 
from viewers. These letters account 
for 0.8 percent of all the responses 
received to date.

One such letter was from a view-
er who recently wrote, “I watch Be-
yond Today at 10:30 p.m. Sunday 
on Vision TV. I find it very inter-
esting and it helps me to go to my 
Bible and search.” Another viewer 
stated, “I am a regular listener of 
your television programming. It ’s 
inspiring and educational. I would 
like to continue to be a regular 
subscriber to your magazine. I do 
enjoy reading them.” Yet another 

viewer wrote, “On the Beyond To-
day TV program you told us the 
importance of listening and abid-
ing by God’s instructions regarding 
clean and unclean meats. Would 
you send a copy of this booklet?”

While a large number of viewers 
only respond to one program, many 
others respond to multiple pro-
grams. Some have started attend-
ing Sabbath services. 

As we enter our seventh year of 
airing Beyond Today in Canada we 
look forward to many more posi-
tive results endeavouring to fulfill 
the words in Matthew 28:19-20.

My First GCE
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On May 17, 2012, the Toronto 
congregation had an opportunity to 
listen to Edmond Macaraeg give a 
firsthand report about God’s work 
in the Philippines. He was accom-
panied by his wife, Lorna, as well 
as 15 friends and family members.

Mr. Macaraeg enthusiastically 
greeted his audience and mentioned 
the need to learn about the breth-
ren who live on the other side of the 
world who are also members of the 
Body of Christ (1 Corinthians 12:13-
14) and about God’s work there (1 
Thessalonians 1:3).

The church there is able to preach 
the gospel and prepare a people 
with the guidance and support of 
the elders, the acting Senior Pastor 
for the area, Earl Roemer, and the 
dedicated office staff. The use of 
special equipment such as a video 
camera and a DVD duplicator has 
been an asset to the work there.

Mr. Macaraeg shared different 
strategies that the Philippine area 
uses to preach the Gospel such as: 
mall exhibits, public lectures, ra-
dio programs, the Kingdom of God 
seminars and the promotion of the 
Good News magazine on the In-
ternet and by including a message 
on the Good News wrapper for the 
subscriber to refer the magazine to 
three of their friends. 

The radio program, providentially, 
was able to obtain a great time slot 
when one of its listeners, a former 
subscriber of the German Plain Truth, 
asked to run the broadcast on his radio 
program from 9:00 to 9:30 p.m.

The office handles the distribution 
of 18,101 magazines, including ap-

proximately 6,000 magazines for oth-
er Asian countries. Hence, when the 
cost of mailing was to be tripled due 
to an increase in pages and weight, 
a letter was sent to the Postmaster 
General for consideration. The reply 
received was favourable but had two 
conditions: that they should receive 
a copy of every issue of the magazine 
and that the Philippine post office 
seal should be printed on the wrap-
per of the magazine with the in-
scription  “Philippine Post: a partner 
of the Good News in its mission to 
spread the gospel worldwide!”

Weekly Sabbath services are pro-
vided to 19 church congregations 
as well as an additional nine video 
groups. The Philippine Church also 
provides DVD sermon distribution, 
United News Philippines, Sabbath 
school programs for the children, an-
nual United Youth Camp, Leadership 
programs, Ambassador Club for men, 
flower arrangement for women and, 
during the Feast of Tabernacles, Bi-
ble studies and forums that give op-
portunities for scattered members to 
have their questions answered. There 
are two Feast of Tabernacles sites – in 
Davao City and Baguio City – with 
around 450 and 125 in attendance re-
spectively. 

The church also helps the breth-
ren and students be excused from 

their work or school on the Sab-
bath since these exemptions are 
provided for in the Philippines 
Constitution. In addition, the La-
bour Code also mandates the fol-
lowing: “However the employer 
should respect the preference of 
employees as to their weekly rest 
day when such preference is based 
on religious ground”. 

This Labour Code provision was 
promulgated in the 1970’s when 
Mr. Herbert W. Armstrong re-
quested his good friend and late 
secretary of labour, Mr. Blas Ople,  
incorporate it in the Labour Code 
to help the brethren in the Philip-
pines.

The Legislation was also adopted 
by the Department of Education 
exempting “personnel and students 
belonging to religious groups where 
Saturday is their rest or church day,” 
that they should not be required 
to attend seminars, examinations, 
special classes, trainings and other 
school activities on Saturday.  

Two difficulties that the Church 
has encountered are translation of 
messages into different dialects 
during the Feast and transporta-
tion due to distance and road con-
ditions. Even visiting some breth-
ren becomes impossible due to road 
conditions. A vehicle with limited 
slip differential makes traveling 
difficult road conditions possible.

In conclusion, Mr. Macaraeg re-
ferred to Romans 12:2 to illustrate 
that we need to pray for one another 
knowing the trials and challenges 
each member has in this world.

Update on the Work in the Philippines

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On June 28, I sent a letter to the Na-
tional Conference, giving a report of 
our council meetings. The following is 
a portion of that report:

We had face-to-face National Coun-
cil meetings in Toronto on June 22 and 
June 24 at our National Office. On the 
Sabbath, Council members and their 
wives had the opportunity to attend 
services in Toronto and an outlying 
area. A few stayed behind an extra day 
after the meetings to see Niagara Falls. 
Anthony and Linda Wasilkoff hosted 
a wonderful barbeque at their home 
on Friday evening.

Our meetings went well. It is 
wonderful to work together as a 
team in a spirit of cooperation and 
harmony. 

I started the meetings by read-
ing portions of a newspaper col-
umn from the Calgary Herald. The 
piece was written by Adam Legge, 
president and CEO of the Calgary 
Chamber of Commerce. In his col-
umn, entitled, “Always stay focused 
on what you do well,” he gave good 
examples (Post Media News, Apple 
Corporation, Southwest Airlines) 
of how successful companies build 
their brands and stay focused. Their 
balance sheets show that the path 
to their success is a sharp focus and 
sticking to what they do best. Other 
companies like Research in Motion 
and Nortel lost their focus and paid 
the price. During our brainstorm-
ing session, we discussed what the 
United Church of God does best 
and how we need to continue to fo-
cus and improve on these.

We conducted the annual review of 
the Director of Operations. We also 
realigned some of our committees, 

discussed the Strategic Plan and con-
cluded it was wise to stay aligned with 
the plan from UCGIA.

The main reason for this letter is 
to bring you up to speed with a new 
development that has arisen from the 
Canada Not-for-profit Corporations 
Act (CNCA) which became law on 
October 17, 2011. Some of our Na-
tional Office staff attended a CNCA 
law seminar on Thursday, December 
1, 2011, hosted by Carters Profes-
sional Corporation – a law firm with 
expertise in the area of church, char-
ity and not-for-profit law.

Basically, the upshot of the new 
legislation is that each charity in 
Canada has to file Articles of Con-
tinuance to continue as a registered 
charity. The deadline for this is Oc-
tober 17, 2014. Failure to do so will 
result in the dissolution of the cor-
poration. The two-page application 
form for continuance is simple. The 
fly in the ointment is that portions 
of our bylaws will have to be changed 
to comply with the new legislation. 
We will need to review our governing 
documents, amend some of our by-
laws, get approval from the National 
Conference by a 2/3 vote and file the 
required documents with Industry 
Canada. As you no doubt can ascer-
tain, this is no small task. The new act 
is 150 pages long (French and Eng-
lish). Even lawyers have a hard time 
wrapping their heads around it.

During our Council meetings, the 
National Office presented a Power-
Point on what we are facing. We re-
ceived a “To Do” list, a list of questions 
about how to handle certain regula-
tions, mandatory and default CNCA 
rules from the Carter’s CNCA semi-
nar. We have to go through our by-

laws on each of these to make sure 
that we are in compliance.

After discussion, the Council de-
cided the job was too cumbersome 
for our regular meetings. For that 
reason, we appointed a CNCA Con-
tinuance Task Force, chaired by Mi-
chael Erickson. Working with him 
will be Linda and Anthony Wasilkoff. 
Michael Erickson has spent about 18 
years dealing with legal documents in 
the financial field. He also chaired the 
Amendment Committee in the past. 
The task force will work closely with 
the Amendment Committee. The 
task force will also seek legal counsel. 
We ask for your prayers that we find 
a lawyer that will best help us in this 
matter. 

After the needed changes are made, 
the Council will go through the revi-
sions in our bylaws with a fine tooth 
comb. Once we have reached con-
sensus, we will put forward the entire 
package to the National Conference 
for ratification. We are hoping we can 
do that about a year from now at a 
special meeting in Toronto. 

This is where we stand right now.  
There will be updates along the way 
as the task force does its work. Please 
pray for wisdom for all of us involved 
in this process.

National Council/Conference Chairman Report

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The summer meeting of the UCG-
Canada National Council took place at 
the National Office on June 22 and 24. 
The meeting began with the chairman, 
Rainer Salomaa, reading an article 
about staying focused on what you do 
well. This set the tone for the meetings.

As usual, the first agenda item was 
to approve the minutes of the previ-
ous meeting. It has become a custom 
for the Code of Ethics and the Coun-
cil Job Description to be read during 
the June meeting as a reminder of the 
Council’s responsibilities.

This was followed by an update 
from office staff, which included read-
ing some recent letters received from 
subscribers and some current statistics. 
Of interest is that over the past few 
months, subscriptions to Bonnes Nou-
velles has increased dramatically.

Dennis Horlick reported that the 
Media Team had met and reviewed 
potential new programs. He stated 
that there will be an increase in the 
rate for airing the Beyond Today 
program on the Vision network. He 
and the Director of Operations were 
given permission to negotiate a new 
rate.

Anthony Wasilkoff reported that 
the Ministerial Services Team had 
discussed some matters related to our 
various congregations. They also dis-
cussed the effectiveness of the King-
dom of God seminars and plans for 
the Feast of Tabernacles.

In December, several office staff 
and Council members attended a 
seminar explaining a new govern-
ment Act (Canadian Not-for-profit 
Corporations Act or CNCA) which 
will require all charities to reapply for 

charity status. A PowerPoint presen-
tation covering the key points of the 
new legislation was given and after-
ward Anthony and Linda Wasilkoff 
fielded questions. Three handouts 
were provided. The Council then dis-
cussed how to proceed with incorpo-
rating the necessary changes into the 
Bylaws along with the process of fil-
ing the Articles of Continuance and 
the revised Bylaws.

During the afternoon, the Council 
continued discussing the CNCA and 
determined that the work would be too 
involved to be completed by the Coun-
cil committees. A CNCA Compliance 
Task Force was formally created con-
sisting of Michael Erickson (chair), An-
thony Wasilkoff and Linda Wasilkoff. 
The Task Force’s assignment is to incor-
porate needed changes into the current 
Bylaws to comply with the CNCA. The 
Task Force may utilize other advisors as 
needed. The target date for completion 
of the project is June 2013 when a spe-
cial meeting of the National Conference, 
which includes all ministers in Canada, 
may be called.

Each year when there is a new mem-
ber on Council, the Council must assign 
the individual to a Council committee. 
This year, in addition to assigning the 
new member to a committee, some 
members requested to switch commit-
tees. The committee members are now:

On Sunday morning, Larry De-
Long gave the report for the Strategic 
Planning/Finance Committee. In or-
der to more closely parallel UCGIA, 
they made recommendations for slight 
changes to the 2013-2014 Strategic 
Plan, which the Council approved. The 
Committee also made some recom-
mendations for handling of some of 
the items necessitated by the CNCA.

Patrick Read followed with the Gov-
ernance/Ethics/Pastoral Committee 
report. The Committee is working on 
some policies, which need further re-
search before they are presented to the 
Council for approval.

The last agenda item was time for 
discussion. During that time, the 
Council explored elements that the 
church does well. Among the things 
discussed was our Internet presence 
and resources, our welcoming of new 
people, carefulness with doctrine, 
governance – a working board, and 
ministers (who conduct church ser-
vices, weddings, funerals and visit 
people).

The afternoon was spent in an ex-
ecutive session and an informal session 
during which the evaluation of the 
Director of Operations occurred.

Service Project

Cancer: a word that nobody 
wants to hear. Unfortunately, it 
is a fact of life for many people. 
After a diagnosis, many people 
choose to undergo treatment that 
requires courage and patience. 
There are many side effects to 
chemotherapy and hair loss is just 
one of them. 

Hair loss occurs because chemo-
therapy targets all rapidly dividing 
cells - healthy cells as well as can-
cer cells. Hair follicles, the struc-
tures in the skin filled with tiny 
blood vessels that make hair, are 
some of the fastest growing cells 
in the body. If you’re not in cancer 
treatment, your hair follicles divide 
every 23 to 72 hours. But as the 
chemo does its work against cancer 
cells, it also destroys healthy hair 
cells. Within a few weeks of start-
ing chemo, a person may lose some 
or all of their hair.

If you are having chemotherapy, 
your hair loss may be gradual or 
dramatic: clumps in your hairbrush, 
handfuls in the bathtub drain or on 
your pillow. Whichever way it hap-
pens, it is startling and depressing 
and you will need a lot of support 
during this time. It is difficult to 

conceal hair loss because it is so 
obvious and apparent.

The Canadian Cancer Soci-
ety provides what are commonly 
known as “chemo caps” to various 
hospitals and treatment centres. 
Knitted or crocheted caps help keep 
the head warm. The fabric hats are 
used by patients in the summer. 
The CCS depends on volunteers to 
make these little caps and they are 
provided at no cost to the patient.

The ladies of the United Church 
of God - Canada (Toronto, Ottawa 
and Kitchener congregations) have 
spent this past year making these 
little hats in various colours, styles 
and patterns. To date, we have over 
130 hats to donate.

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When you see or hear the word 
feast what comes to mind? To 
members of the Church of God, 
the word relates to a wonderful 
festival, the biblical observance of 
the Feast of Tabernacles. But, let 
us consider for a moment the word  
feast.

Most modern dictionaries will 
describe feast as a “joyful religious 
anniversary,”  “an annual village 
festival,”  “a sumptuous meal, es-
pecially in public.” The biblical 
expression in Leviticus 23 “feasts 
of the Lord” emphasizes the im-
portance of the feast as a festival 
observed as a fixed time or season, 
an assembly convened for a definite 
purpose. 

The Easton’s Bible Diction-
ary (1897 edition) describes the 
word feast as “a mark of hospital-
ity (Genesis 19:3, 2 Samuel 3:20, 2 
Kings 6:23); occasions of domestic 
joy (Luke 15:23; Genesis 21:8); and 
the occasion of a marriage ( Judg-
es 14:10, Genesis 29:22). Feast-
ing was a part of the observances 
connected with the offering up of 
sacrifices (Deuteronomy 12:6, 7, 
1 Samuel 9:19, 16:3, 5), and with 
the annual festivals (Deuteronomy 
16:11) it was one of the designs of 
the greater solemnities, which re-

quired the attendance of the people 
at the sacred tent, that the oneness 
of the nation might be maintained 

and cemented together, by statedly 
congregating in one place, and with 
one accord taking part in the same 
observance.” 

The dictionary then states  “To 
keep the people’s conscious-
ness alive to God’s way, to revive, 
strengthen, and perpetuate it, 
nothing could be so well adapted 
as these annual feasts.” 

The phrase “keep the feast” also 
encourages us to commune spiri-
tually. In other words, as we travel 
each year to various festival sites, 
to keep this “anniversary,” we rec-
ognize that we are invited guests, 
not only to a banquet of good food, 
fine drink and wonderful fellow-
ship with other brethren who have 
made the same trek, but we also rec-
ognize that the invitation is from 
God. Not only does He want us 
to rejoice with the physical bless-
ings that have been bestowed on us 
over the past year (Deuteronomy 
14:22-26), but He also wants us to 
commune spiritually with Him and 
with each other. What exactly does 
that mean? How do we commune 
spiritually? 

Let us look at a biblical example. 
When Solomon replaced his fa-
ther David on the throne, God ap-

peared to Solomon in a dream and 
said, “Ask what I shall give you” (1 
Kings 3:5). Solomon asked for an 

understanding heart – better trans-
lated as a hearing or listening heart 
– that he might better judge God’s 
people, that he might be a better 
king, “And the speech pleased the 
Lord, that Solomon had asked this 
thing” (1Kings 3:10). As a result, 

Solomon was blessed not only with 
the wisdom of a listening heart, but 
great physical blessings as well.

The lesson we learn is this: not 
only do we participate in the Feast 
of Tabernacles for the physical 
meat, but also for meat which will 
not perish, but leads to everlasting 
life ( John 6:27).

When you and I travel to the Feast 
this year, let us ask God for a listen-
ing heart and a heart that is willing 
to hear His instructions. Remember 
what the apostle Paul wrote, “That 
it pleased God by the foolishness of 
preaching to save them that believe” 
(1 Corinthians 1:21). 

If we develop a determination to 
attend the Feast with a listening 
heart, we will not only be in spiri-
tual communication drawing closer 
to God and Jesus Christ, but like 
Solomon we will find the physical
